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Le Whole Earth Catalog est un catalogue 
américain de contre-culture publié par 
Stewart Brand entre 1968 et 1972, puis 
occasionnellement jusqu’en 1998. Bien que les 
Whole Earth Catalogs proposassent toutes sortes 
de produits à la vente (vêtements, livres, 
outils, machines, graines — des choses utiles à 
un style de vie créatif et autosuffisant), ils 
ne vendaient aucun de ces produits. Les noms 
des vendeurs et les prix étaient listés à côté 
des produits proposés.

D’après la première page du catalogue de 1969, 
le Whole Earth Catalog fonctionne comme un 
outil d’évaluation et d’accès. Grâce à lui, 
l’utilisateur saura mieux ce qui mérite d’être 
acquis et où et quand faire cette acquisition. 
Un article est listé dans le catalogue s’il est 
considéré comme :

. Un outil utile,

. propice à l’éducation indépendante,

. étant de haute qualité ou à bas prix,

. n’étant pas encore un savoir commun,

. facilement disponible par courrier.

L’index du catalogue est continuellement révisé 
selon l’expérience et les suggestions des 
utilisateurs et de l’équipe du Catalogue.
Le Catalogue de 1968 était divisé en sept 
sections générales :

. Comprendre les systèmes d’ensemble

. Abris et utilisation du terrain

. Industrie et artisanat

. Communications

. Nomades

. Apprentissage

Dans chaque section, les meilleurs outils 
et les meilleurs livres choisis par les 
éditeurs étaient listés accompagnés d’images, 
de commentaires, de prix et des noms des 
distributeurs. Il était aussi possible que le 
lecteur commande des articles directement au 
Catalogue.
Le Catalogue faisait une définition large du mot  
« outil ». Ce pouvait être des outils 
informatifs — livres, cartes, journaux 
professionnels, cours et leçons —, des 
ustensiles spécifiques — outils de jardinage, 
de charpenterie, de maçonnerie, de soudure, des 
tronçonneuses, des matériaux en fibre de verre, 
des tentes, des chaussures de randonnée et 
des tours de potier — mais aussi les premiers 
synthétiseurs et ordinateurs à usage personnel.
La publication du Catalogue coïncida avec 
une grande vague d’expérimentalisme anti-
conformiste et une attitude do-it-yourself (« 
fais-le toi-même ») associés à la « contre-
culture », et tenta d’attirer aussi bien 
l’intelligentsia du mouvement que les personnes 
créatives, impliquées et aimant le grand air, 
de différents acabits.
